The f inal  yarding for 2024 saw an increase in numbers ,  with p lenty of wel l-f in ished sheep and lambs on offer .  A l l  major
processors were present and act ive ly  compet ing in a stronger market across a l l  categor ies .  Extra-heavy lambs k icked off  the
sale on a high note ,  reaching a top pr ice of $305 per head,  marking a $20-30 increase compared to the prev ious sa le .  Heavy
lambs fo l lowed suit ,  showing a $20-25 r ise ,  with neat ly  shorn new-season lambs topping at $285 per head.  Medium lambs
were $5-10 dearer than the last  sa le ,  whi le l ight lambs traded around f i rm leve ls .  New-season suckers achieved a top pr ice of
$240 per head,  ref lect ing a $10-20 improvement .  Mer ino lamb numbers were l imited this fortnight ,  with the market hold ing
f i rm based on weight and qual i ty .  Heavy and l ight sheep attracted s ignif icant compet i t ion,  with p lenty of heavy 3-4 score ewes

The f ina l  sa le  of  the year  saw 950 head yarded,  featur ing an outstanding run of
year l ing and feeder cat t le .  The top pen of  feeder steers reached 387.2c/kg,  wi th
many others achiev ing s imi lar  pr ices across a l l  breeds,  making the job 17c/kg
dearer .  The best  feeder he i fers peaked at  334.2c/kg,  wi th most  se l l ing for  over
300c/kg.  Heavy he i fers were in l imi ted supply ,  wi th the top pen a lso se l l ing at
334.2c/kg,  ref lect ing a 15c/kg improvement on the prev ious sa le .  Heavy steers
topped at  348.0c/kg,  ho ld ing f i rm compared to the last  sa le .  Meanwhi le ,  the best
cows reached 305.2c/kg,  pushing the market  up by 25c/kg,  wi th strong
compet i t ion across a l l  categor ies.
