The Central West Local Land Services have one more space

available for a sheep producer to have a fully funded drench
trial performed on their flock in the Warrumbungle shire
region. Drench trials give invaluable insight into drench

resistance and what drenches are effective on your farm. 
Preferred sheep for the trial are undrenched weaners however,
lambs that have not been drenched in 3 or more months are
also eligible. A minimum of 120 animals are required. The
trial can be conducted when an average worm egg count of

500 epg is reached. 
This funding is available until the 30th June so if you have
